| also wrote this:  As | have said, and written, before: | am convinced that one reason God blesses our church in many
ways, including financial ways, is that we take the Great Commission seriously and we back up our words with our
actions. We send quite a bit of money straightaway from this place. We support all kinds of missions and ministries
around the world. And because of your generosity in supporting the past year’s General Fund, we have “cash on hand”
that the church board does not want to “keep on hand”. We want to give “the overage” away...

That was true a year ago. It's also true today! You endorsed our church’s core ministries by giving in support of our
“General Fund” (which was substantially increased over the previous year at last year's annual meeting), and giving so
generously that there’s “extra money” — again! A proposal for the members to act on at our annual meeting on Sunday,
May 18, directs the Church Board to send thousands of dollars to ministry partners working to carry out the Great
Commission. Praise the Lord for using our resources to help accomplish his purposes!

And | wrote this a year ago, and it's as true today as ever: We are a “missions-minded” church — and intend to
become more missions-minded. You read in this newsletter several things related to that. And because there is so much
to communicate, | am cutting this piece down a bit this month and moving “The Missions Corner” up a bit.
